The ecounter tells how many pictures remain to be
taken and also shows that film is advancing properly.
Accidentally moving wind lever more than once will
do no harm, as film will only advance one frame between
exposures. To infentionally dowble expose, pull rewind
lever down while you move wind lever a full stroke,
Then push rewind lever up.
